Fallure analysis

The following items shall be inspected before occurring failures which require maintenance:
Failures:Refrigerator does not work,The refrigeration effect is poor

Causes:1. Check the connection of power supply. 2. Check whether the refrigerator is exposed to
direct sunlight or whether there is heat source nearby. 3. Check whether there is heat dissipation
space around refrigerator.

Remedies:1. Connect the water supply. 2. Move the refrigerator to a place without direct sunlight
and heat source. 3. Leave sufficient space between refrigerator and wall.

Failures:Foods in refrigerating chamber are frozen

Causes:1. Check whether the setting temperature is too low. 2. Check whether foods with too
much water are too close to the rear wall.

Remedies:1. Adequately increase the temperature. 2. Move the foods with too much water to the
door side of glass shelf

Failures:There is abnormal sound in refrigerator

Causes:1. Check whether the bottom of refrigerator is stable. 2. Check whether the refrigerator is
too close to the wall. 3. Check whether the refrigerator touches other objects.

Remedies: 1. Adjust the bottom adjusting leg to stabilize the refrigerator. 2. Leave sufficient space
around refrigerator. 3. Remove the obstacles.

Failures:There is abnormal odor in refrigerator

Causes:1. Check whether the foods are sealed for storage. 2. Check whether the refrigerator is
clean. 3. Check whether the foods are stored for too long time.

Remedies:1. Sealed foods for storage. 2. Regularly clean the refrigerator. 3.Do not store foods
for too long time.

Phenomenon:Fever or hot on two sides and spacing part surface between refrigerating
chamber and freezing chamber.

Cause:Refrigerator pipes (condenser, anti-fog pipes) are on two sides and front part of refrigerator
for heat dissipation and to prevent from condensation.

Phenomenon:The door is too tight and not easy to open

Cause:Reopening of the door immediately after closing it is hard because hot air enters the
refrigerator and contracts to produce pressure difference. It is easy to open the door after a while.

Phenomenon:There is water ripple in refrigerator

Cause:When starting or stopping the compressor, the refrigerant will make such sound;When
starting or stopping the compressor, the refrigerant will make such sound;Water produced after
defrosting will also make such sound.

Phenomenon:There is “Click” sound or tick sound in refrigerator

Cause:Shrinkage and swelling of case will make such sound;When the case is cold or the door is
opened, this sound will occur;Phenomenon:There is hum sound in refrigerator

Cause:Running of compressor will make such sound (if the refrigerator is not leveled, this sound
will be louder)

Phenomenon:There is condensation or frosting freezing chamber door surface or food
surface

Cause:Temperature or humidity around the refrigerator is high; The door is opened for too long
time; The foods with too much water are not sealed or tightly wrapped

Phenomenon:There is condensation on the built-in light surface

Cause:Light will produce heat after being lit, and the door is opened for too long time. So there is
temperature difference, and thus the light case will have condensation.

Phenomenon:There is condensation and water mist on body
Cause:Humidity around refrigerator is high, and the moisture in the air will gather in the case to

form condensation



Operation note

Method of attachment disassembly and assembly
--Glass shelf in the refrigerating chamber: the height of the shelf is
adjustable, which facilitates the storage of articles with different
volumes. Pull the shelf outwardly and upwardly in a slight way to
take out.

--Fruit and vegetable box: for storing vegetables and fruits. It can
be taken out by pulling outwardly.

--Drawer in the freezing chamber: storing foods to be preserved for
long-term, such as meat and fish. It can be taken out by pulling
outwardly and lifting upwardly.

Take out by pulling upwardly
and outwardly in a slight way

after being cut into small pieces, to avoid difficult cutting after being
frozen. The quick-freezing foods shall be distributed uniformly and
stored together after being frozen.

--Bottle pedestal at the refrigerating door: storing eggs, various
bottled drinks and other sundries. It can be taken out by being lifted
up slightly.

Note: Don't pull out the bottle pedestal at the refrigerating door L~

Kindly tips: It is recommended to put into the large piece of meat ‘

forcibly during disassembly, to avoid damaging the refrigerator. Take out by pulling outwardly
and upwardly in a slight way

Maintenance

It is suggested to maintain the refrigerator once per month;
--Unplug the power plug to prevent from electric shock;

--Use wet cloth or neutral detergent (cleanser essence) to wipe off
the oil contamination and other dirt. Then completely wipe off the v
detergent. =
--Do not use alkaline detergent, soap powder, gasoline and
alcohol, talcum powder etc.; otherwise the coats or plastics may
be damaged;

--Regularly clean the refrigerator body and clear the ground dusts

to keep the refrigerator clean. Unplug the refrigerator
plug before cleaning

Inspections after maintenance:
1. Whether there are damages to the power line and plug; 2.

Whether there are dusts on the power plug; 3. Whether there is
abnormal heat on the plug; 4. Whether the socket is loose; 5.
Whether the plug is totally inserted.

Note:
If the power line and plug is damaged and there exist dusts,
electric shock or fire may occur;

After unplugging the plug, 5 minutes must pass before re-plugging

it; Please use neutral
Do not put your hands under the refrigerator to avoid getting hurt. detergent

Operation note

Foods storage

Refrigerating chamber (2C~87)

--The refrigerating chamber is mainly used for storing short-term foods, like milk, eggs and bottled
drink.

--Vegetables, melons and fruits shall be put into the fruit and vegetable box to prevent water loss.
--The cooked foods shall be put into the refrigerator after packaging with the preservative bags, to
prevent the back from frosting and the power from increasing.

Freezing chamber (-22~-157")

--The freezing chamber is used for the foods to be stored for long-term.

--Fish and meat to be frozen shall be cut into small pieces, packaged with preservative bags
separately and then put into the frozen drawer.

--The glass container or the sealed container filled with liquid shall not be stored in the freezing
chamber, to prevent the risk of burst due to freezing.

--The fresh foods shall not be stored together with the frozen foods.

--Do not place food close to inside wall in freezer lest food and wall should be frozen together.

Defrost

Defrost the refrigerating chamber

If thicker layer of frost is detected at the back of the refrigerating chamber and the refrigeration
effect is affected, defrost the refrigerating chamber first. At defrosting, switch the temperature
control knob to gear “0” and switch the knob to original state after the frost is gone.

Defrost the freezing chamber

If thicker layer of frost is detected on the evaporator of the freezing chamber, it is necessary to
defrost. Pull out the plug and power off the refrigerator, take out the drawer in the freezing chamber
and keep the refrigerator door under open state. After the frost is melting automatically, wipe off
the water on the evaporator, the door gall and in the drawer with clean dry cloth, and then put the
drawer back into the freezing chamber.

Note:
1. Don't frost with metal tools, to avoid damaging the refrigerator.
2. Don't frost the refrigerator with electric heater.

Ice-making (If the appliance has it)

Fill the ice-making box with 4/5 water and put the box into the
freezing chamber. After the water in the box turns into ice, twist
the box slightly to separate the ice from the box. However, don't
bend the box. When separating the ice, wrap the box with dry
box to avoid finger frostbite.




Operation note

Intelligent Function

In the unlocking situation, press the button repeatedly to icon @ blinking, then stop the
pressing and waiting for 5 seconds, you can use the Intelligent Function right now.You can quit
this function manually with the same operation. Within the Intelligent Function, the refrigerator
can monitor the situation of all the rooms and runs at a high-efficiency way. Within the Intelligent
Function, the refrigerator can operate the Tachy-coldness Function and Quick-frozen Function
automatically according to the temperature change in the cooling room and freezing room.(If you
set other functions during the Intelligent Function situation, the Intelligent function may quit
automatically.)

Vacation Function

In the unlocking situation, press the button repeatedly to icon 4 blinking, then stop the
pressing and waiting for 5 seconds, you can use the Vacation Function right now. You can quit this
function manually with the same operation. (If you set other functions during the Vacation
Function situation, the Vacation function may quit automatically.)(ATTENTION: Please take out
the food from the cooling room before operating this function.)

Within the Vacation Function, the cooling room will go in to a off situation and the temperature
fixer will show “off” on it.

Child Lock Function

In the unlocking situation, operate the Child Lock Function:

Operate Manually: Press the button(®= to icon (&) blinking beyond 5 seconds, the icon(@jturns on
and the key be fixed;

Operate Automatically: No press operation on the panel, the child lock function will operate
beyond 30 seconds, then the icon[#jturns on and the key be fixed;

Quit the Child Lock Function: Within the icon (5} shining, press the button beyond the 3
seconds then open the lock.

Energy Saving Function

In the unlocking situation, press the button repeatedly to icon @ blinking, then stop the
pressing and waiting for 5 seconds, you can use the Energy Saving Function right now. You can
quit this function manually with the same operation.(With the function operating, the surplus
words in the screen will keep the extinct situation.)

Power Off Memory
The momentary working situation will be memorized when power off and go on working as the
setting before the power off after the power on.

Opening Alarming

The opening time of the cooling room or freezing room door beyond 1 minute will lead to the
buzzing alarming with “di / di/ di”. Press any key in the screen can stop the alarm at the moment
while the alarming will turn on again after 1 minute. Close the door of cooling room or freezing
room, the alarming will stop.

Overheat Warning in the Freezing Room

If the temperature in the freezing room beyond -12 when plug in, the temperature area
accordingly will highlight and digital area will show blinking. Press any key will show the
temperature of the freezing room when plug in, and press again or 10s later will return to the
normal situation.

Screen Protecting Function
The refrigerator will go into the screen protecting function with key fixed after 30s without the key
operation. Withing this function, you can quit it with pressing any key.

Temperature adjustment in cooling room(2¢~8C)

In the unlocking situation, press the button repeatedly to icon A & B blinking, then adjust the
temperature in the cooling room with button or. The temperature will rise a degree with a
press of (A| and will decrease one degree with a press of . The gear in the cooling room is
always cycling from 02 to 03 to 04 to 05 to 06 to 07 to 08 to 02. Choose a appropriate temperature
then stop the pressing and waiting for 5 seconds, then the temperature will stop the blink and fix
on.

Temperature adjustment in freezing room(-22_~-15 )

In the unlocking situation, press the button repeatedly to icon C & D blinking, then adjust the
temperature in the cooling room with button or . The temperature will rise a degree with a
press of and will decrease one degree with a press of. The gear in the cooling room is
always cycling from -22 to -21 to -20to -19to -18 to -17 to -16 to -15 to -22. Choose a appropriate
temperature then stop the pressing and waiting for 5 seconds, then the temperature will stop the
blink and fix on it.

Tachy-coldness Function

In the unlocking situation, press the button repeatedly to icon @ blinking, then stop the
pressing and waiting for 5 seconds, you can use the cooling room Tachy-coldness function right
now. You can quit this function manually with the same operation. Also, the Tachy-coldness
function will quit automatically after 2 hours.

In the Tachy-coldness Function, the cooling room will run at 2°C and this temperature can’t be
changed until quitting the function. (If you set other functions during the Tachy-cold situation, the
Tachy-cold function may quit automatically. If the opening time of cooling room door beyond 3
minutes, the Tachy-coldness will quit automatically.)

Quick-frozen Function

In the unlocking situation, press the button repeatedly to icon (@ blinking, then stop the
pressing and waiting for 5 seconds, you can use the freezing room Quick-frozen function right
now. You can quit this function manually with the same operation. Also, the Quick-frozen
function will quit automatically after 4 hours after in the high cooling situation.

In the Quick-frozen Function, the freezing room will run at -24°C and this temperature can’t be
changed until quitting the function. (If you set other functions during the Quick-frozen situation,
the Quick-frozen function may quit automatically. If the opening time of freezing room door
beyond 3 minutes, the Quick-frozen will quit automatically.)

Preparations prior to use

1. Remove all packing assemblies such as case fixing tape etc., especially the foam base.

2. Use warm wet cloth to clean both interior and exterior of the refrigerator, (neutral detergent
can be added in warm water).

3. After leveling and cleaning the refrigerator, stand it for about 2 hours before plugging the

power plug for powering on, and cool the refrigerator for 2 to 3 hours before storing foods.

--This product shall separately use a standard triplex receptacle (above 10A, and reliably
grounded). It is forbidden to use the same receptacle with other appliances; otherwise it may
cause fire due to overheating.

--No children will play and climb on the refrigerator. Children shall use the refrigerator under
adult supervision to avoid dangers.

--The power line shall not be extruded by the refrigerator or other weights, and shall not be
excessively bended either (damage or peel off of power line may cause fire or electric shock).
--Never use wet hands to touch the power line or plugs (it may cause short circuit or electric
shock).

--Never pull the power line with hands. The power plugs shall be directly unplugged to cut off the
power.

--Never use electrical appliances in buttery or the top of product.
